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The patient tells me that she was involved in traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 2015 in South Carolina, the patient was in Boot Camp.  The patient was training for shooting range.  She tells that the scope of the gun was hitting her forehead every time she fires.  She tells me that this happened continuously with every shot that she was taking.  Every shot she was taking with the gun, the scope would hit her forehead.  It happens continuously over five-day period with every single shot.  The patient tells me it hurts her forehead.  As a matter of fact, the head was a very painful after this training.  The patient had confusion and disorientation with every shot because it keeps hitting her forehead.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that subsequently she was evaluated at hospital with MRI and x-ray.  The patient was treated and continued her training.

The patient tells me that in 2017, in San Diego, the patient was training for pre-deployment.  The patient was in training and exercise in the vehicle.  It was a vehicle simulation for rollover accident.  The patient was in this military vehicle that was simulating for rolling over.  The patient tells me that she was inside a vehicle, she hit her back of the head as the car was rolling over.  The patient tells me that she hit her head very hard mostly in the back of the head.  The patient immediately becomes disoriented and confused.  The patient was confused and disoriented with a severe headache mostly in the back of the head.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  However, she tells me that she feels dazed out.  The patient was seeing stars.

The patient tells me that currently she has continuous headaches.  She has significant light sensitivity.  Difficulty with concentration.  Poor memory.  The patient has significant short-term memory.  The patient tells me that she would do lose words and sentences.  The patient tells me that she has difficult to concentrate because of the headaches.

The patient still currently in active military.  The patient is in Marine Corps.  The patient is a photographer for the Marine Corps.  The patient tells me that she has significant difficulty handling the light and the flashes.  The patient tells me that a lot of time, she still have to be near explosives, which cause significant headaches.  The patient tells me that headaches are preventing her from handling her job.  The light sensitivity is clearly affecting the way she can take pictures and videos.  The patient tells me that poor memory also affecting her to do her job because that she has difficulty remember task duties.
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
