PATIENT NAME: Jackson, Jimmy

DATE OF SERVICE: 07/21/2022

CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came for primary care. He was being followed by Dr. Parson before.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 51-year-old white male patient with history of diabetes mellitus type II, hyperlipidemia, and obesity. He came for medical followup. He has tension headache at times. He had a three-neck surgery by Dr. Nwojo and he is having neck pain and headache and we advised him to follow up with Dr. Nwojo. The patient was being followed by Dr. Parson before, but he does not go to see Dr. Parson. He is also being followed by Dr. Prasad for obstructive sleep apnea and narcolepsy and he gets dextroamphetamine 10 mg twice a day from Dr. Prasad. The patient does not monitor him blood sugars regularly.

PAST HISTORY ILLNESSES: Diabetes mellitus type II, hyperlipidemia, obstructive sleep apnea, narcolepsy, hypertension, anxiety, allergic rhinitis, and obesity. The patient had a colonoscopy in August 2021 at ORMC and we will get report.

PREVIOUS SURGERY: Neck surgery three times and last neck surgery was in July 2021 by Dr. Nwojo. The patient has a history of appendectomy also.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: The patient did not bring his medicines. He brought a list, which is not complete but we have made temporary list for the time being and he will bring all medicines tomorrow.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Smoking – The patient smoked one packet of cigarette per day for 20 years and after that he smoke half packet of cigarette for last seven years. We does not want a low dose CT scan of the chest. He will call us if he changes his mind. Alcohol – Denies.

FAMILY HISTORY: The patient’s mother had diabetes mellitus and heart problem. Father had hypertension.

PLAN: The patient will continue current medications. He will come for fasting blood test tomorrow morning. Further management will be done depending on the results. The patient will continue to follow with Dr. Prasad for obstructive sleep apnea and narcolepsy.
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
