PATIENT NAME: Dennis, James

SUBJECTIVE: The patient says from 7 a.m. yesterday. He does not have any feeling on the left side of the face. He cannot close his left eye completely. He has some weakness of the left side of the body. His symptoms are consistent with Bell’s palsy. His speech is normal. He does not have any weakness of extremities. Furrow on the left side is reduced.

PLAN: The patient was diagnosed to have Bell's palsy. He was started on prednisone 20 mg two tablet in the morning and one in the evening for six days and it will be tapered over as mentioned below. He will take prednisone for about 10 days and Valtrex 500 mg twice a day was also ordered for five days. The patient will come in few days if he does not improve. He has a mild case of Bell's palsy. He is taking aspirin 81 mg daily also. He wants to keep his previous appointment but he will come earlier if needed.
