Mrs. Cleto is a 63-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes four years ago. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, CAD, TMJ, lipoma, depression, sinusitis, coronary artery bypass surgery in 2015, cholecystectomy and glaucoma. For her diabetes, she is on metformin 500 mg twice a day and pioglitazone 15 mg once daily and Soliqua 20 units once daily. For breakfast, she states that she eats small meals. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia. She denies any significant changes in her weight.

Plan:
1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 7.9%. My recommendation is to increase Soliqua to 24 units once daily and recheck a hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to her return. I will also recommend increasing metformin to 1000 mg twice a day.

2. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy as well with statin therapy.

4. For her coronary artery disease, the patient is status post CABG surgery in 2015. Continue to follow up with cardiology.

5. Continue to follow up with primary care provider.
