Mrs. Santiago is a 75-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding a multinodular goiter. She was diagnosed with multinodular goiter in 2022. She also has a history of lupus, diverticulosis, osteoarthritis, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, GERD, psoriasis, anxiety, sinusitis, chronic kidney disease, fibromyalgia, hypertension, cataracts and obesity. The patient reports occasional palpitations. She reports fatigue and some thinning hair. The patient states that she has a history of breast cancer and she reports that she is in remission. Her thyroid ultrasound dated 06/22/2022 showed a dominant nodule on the right measuring 1.7 x 1.3 x 1.7 cm.

Plan:
1. For her multinodular goiter, the patient had a thyroid ultrasound dated 06/22/2022 indicating a dominant nodule on the right measuring 1.7 x 1.3 x 1.7 cm. We will plan on ordering an FNA biopsy of this nodule. One day prior to the biopsy, we will get a PT/INR, PTT level and platelet level.

2. I will also check her function of her thyroid labs including antibodies, including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level, TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level.

3. She will be due for a followup thyroid ultrasound in June 2023.
