HEENT: Mucous membranes are moist. Pupils are PERL.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x 4.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No rash. No lesions.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Hypertension.
2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Prescription refill.

We will call him back with the results of those labs and discuss the findings with him. We will write him a prescription of his lovastatin and his lisinopril.
