Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Harris comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He states that he worked as a nightclub security manager and during the day he would be a taxi driver. He states that he had to stop working about one year ago because of a loss of vision which was particularly bad at night. As well, he states that his driving during the day is not safe because he has difficulties with depth perception. He denies eye surgery. He does not use prescription eye drops.
On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/30 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of –3.00 –5.50 x 046 on the right and –4.75 –4.75 x 160 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.25 measures 20/30 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 12 on the right and 13 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows mild cortical opacities to the lens on each side in the periphery only. The corneas are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.4 on each side. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. There is a small area of geographic atrophy on the right side in the posterior pole away from the fovea. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Goldmann visual field test utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 108 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 140 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Myopia.

2. Astigmatism.

Mr. Harris has good vision and normal visual fields. Based upon these findings, he should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. He can read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment. His prognosis is good.
