Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Bullard comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She has a history of bilateral retinal detachments that were treated by Dr. Cutler. She states that there was an acute loss of vision in March 2021 on both sides. She was told that this was related to the retinal detachments. Currently, she uses prednisolone and timolol drops.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is hand motions only on the right side and 20/200 on the left side. This is with a spectacle correction of +1.00 sphere on the right and +1.00 –0.25 x 090 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +3.00 measures hand motions only on the right and 20/200 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are sluggish but round on the left side only. There is a suggestion of an afferent defect on the right side. The muscle movements are smooth and full. The muscle balance shows a right-sided exotropia. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. There are clear posterior chamber lens implants on both sides. The fundus examination shows significant posterior polar scarring on both sides with 3+ pallor to each optic nerve head. There are scattered dot hemorrhages and scarring throughout the periphery on both sides, as well. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field test utilizing a III4e stimulus with the Humphrey kinetic test shows 9 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 15 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Proliferative diabetic retinopathy.

2. Optic atrophy.

3. Pseudophakia.

Ms. Bullard has clinical findings that are consistent with history of diabetic retinopathy and retinal detachment surgery on both sides. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties performing the visual tasks required in the work environment. She cannot read small print, distinguish between small objects, nor easily use a computer. As well, there may be some limitations with avoiding hazards in her environment. Her prognosis is poor.
