Dear Cora:

This is a face-to-face followup visit for Mr. Gault with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease and diabetic nephropathy.  His blood pressure is doing much better since his Lasix was discontinued in April although he is still having a lot of headaches and is scheduled to have a CAT scan of his brain later today in Elma.  His weight is down 7 pounds over the last three months.  He denies any hospitalization since his last visit.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations. No dyspnea, cough or sputum production.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  No edema.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  He is anticoagulated with Eliquis 5 mg twice a day and he is not on any oral nonsteroidal antiinflammatory drugs for pain.
Physical Exam:  Weight is 138 pounds, blood pressure right arm sitting 120/70, pulse is 70 and oxygen saturation is 99% on room air.  Neck is supple.  There is no jugular venous distention.  No JVD.  Lungs are clear without rales, wheezes or effusion.  Heart is regular with very loud diastolic murmur noted.  Abdomen is soft, flat, nontender.  No ascites.  No peripheral edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done July 13, 2022, creatinine is stable at 1.5, electrolytes are normal, phosphorus 2.9, albumin 4.1, calcium is 8.9, and hemoglobin 11.5.  Normal white count, platelets are mildly low at 134,000.

Assessment and Plan:  Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels, diabetic nephropathy and resolved hypotension.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done monthly.  He will follow a low-salt diabetic diet.  He will be rechecked by this practice in the next 4 to 5 months.
