PATIENT NAME: Davila, Frances

DATE OF SERVICE: 07/25/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came with her daughter. Her daughter wanted to do video recording of the visit so that she can show it to her other sister and we agreed to that. However, it should be noted that she stopped video recording in the middle of the visit for some unknown reason. The patient’s family did not record complete visit. The patient stated that she is feeling better. She was having bowel movement three times per day, but it was not watery. At last visit, we had discontinued Janumet as metformin can cause diarrhea and after stopping Janumet diarrhea has improved. However, she still has three bowel motions per day. We advised her to follow up with her gastroenterologist Dr. Syam, but patient does not want to go for followup visit. Dr. Syam had also ordered some x-rays and CAT scan but family did not go for followup visit. We told the family to make appointment with Dr. Syam. The patient also has a difficulty with memory according to the family and according to our examination. The patient gets confused according to her. The patient is already taking donepezil and we added Namenda.

PLAN: The patient’s blood sugars have improved with current dose of insulin. Blood sugars are not going low. She brought blood sugar readings. The patient will continue current dose for Tresiba insulin 36 units in the morning and NovoLog 4 units before meals. We will do CMP and hemoglobin A1c today. Namenda 5 mg one tablet in the morning for one week and after that Namenda 5 mg twice a day are ordered. The patient will be seen again in three months. She will come earlier if needed.
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
