PATIENT NAME: Bhakta, Pradip Kumar

DATE OF SERVICE: 07/25/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had gone to India. He brought a Tradjenta from India. He did not bring any of his medicines and we are not sure what medicine he is taking. He has not been taking his medicines regularly. We advised him to bring his medicines every time he comes here. The patient had a blood test done last year and he has a stage IV chronic kidney disease. The patient’s diabetes has not been under control also.

PLAN: We reordered amlodipine 10 mg daily, Plavix 75 mg daily, hydralazine 50 mg three times a day, losartan 25 mg daily, metoprolol ER 100 mg daily, and atorvastatin 20 mg daily as mentioned below. We also ordered Tradjenta as he wants medicine from USA. The patient will get CBC, CMP, lipid panel, and hemoglobin A1c at Hawks and they will fax us the result. The patient will call us for the report next day. We will wait for his GFR. His GFR was 22 last time and we could not start him on Farxiga. We will wait for current GFR. He is advised to drink eight glasses of water everyday. He will be seen again in two to three months. He will be referred to kidney specialist after we get results of the blood test.
