Mr. Reinbold was seen regarding COPD, neuropathy, and knee pain.

HISTORY: Mr. Reinbold overall is doing better than he was in couple of months ago. He did not seem emotional today. He complains of pain in both knees worse on the left. He states he was a farmer for a while and would jump off trucks often and then he worked 30 years at General Motors. He has had six surgeries to the left knee and one to the right knee.

His COPD is stable and he currently he denies any dyspnea, cough, or sputum.

His neuropathy is about the same. He had just walked slowly across the room, which is good. His hypertension is stable. He denies any cardiac symptoms, chest pain, headaches, or nausea.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Constitutional: No fever, chills, or major weight change. He is a heavyset. He denies headaches, fainting, or seizures. In the past, he stated to have delusions. He did not admit to any now although he likely gets it intermittently. He did seem much anxious than other times when I saw him.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed or ill appearing. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 131/70, pulse 82, respiratory rate 16, temperature 98.1, and O2 saturation 97%.  Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa is normal. Ears normal on inspection. Extraocular movements intact. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. There is slight edema of the legs not severe. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: Cranial nerves grossly normal. Sensation grossly intact. Musculoskeletal: He has arthritic pains of the knees and scars in the knees from replacements. He did walk though with stable gait. There is no joint inflammation or effusions to the knees or other joints. Skin was unremarkable.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Reinbold has chronic knee pain. I will continue Celebrex 200 mg daily for arthritis.

2. He has peripheral neuropathy and I will continue gabapentin 300 mg daily and that seems baseline.

3. He has history of dementia with delusions. It seems better than when last checked. I will continue the donepezil 10 mg daily plus memantine 5 mg daily plus Risperdal 1 mg twice a day.

4. He is on atorvastatin for hyperlipidemia and denies cramps or other side effects.

5. He has COPD and I will continue albuterol every four hours as needed by inhaler.
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
