CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Frazze was seen regarding mechanical aortic valve, he has coronary artery disease, and seizure history.

HISTORY: Mr. Frazze overall feels reasonably well. He has had the heart valve replacement to mechanical aortic valve. He is on warfarin and he is due for PT and INR. He denies any bleeding. The coronary artery disease is stable. Denies any current chest pain. His hypertension is controlled. He ambulates well. His osteoarthritis is stable. He had a seizure in the past *__________*. He has been put on Keppra and he is now on levetiracetam 500 mg and he takes two tablets of this twice a day. There have been no recent seizures reported.

He also has had coronary bypass surgery and both knees have been replaced.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. He is adequately nourished. Vital Signs: Temperature 97.7, pulse 67, blood pressure 120/80, respiratory rate 16, and O2 98%. . Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. There was a bit of click heard. No significant edema. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Skin: Unremarkable.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Frazze has coronary artery disease and had a heart valve replaced as well as the graft. He continues on warfarin 3 mg daily and he is due for check of PT/INR, which is ordered. We will order this monthly unless the levels are not stable.

2. He has essential hypertension controlled with enalapril/hydrochlorothiazide 10/25 mg one p.o daily. He is also on metoprolol 50 mg twice a day for coronary disease and hypertension. I will continue lovastatin 40 mg daily for lipids. He has had a seizure history and I will continue levetiracetam 1000 mg twice a day.
