CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Parker was seen regarding a followup and his problems include coronary artery disease, atrial fibrillation, dementia, and history of depression.

HISTORY: Mr. Parker is holding his own. He does remain confused. He does not have *__________* major problems, but he could verbalize and report symptoms. The coronary disease is stable and he does not have any chest pain or any angina recently. He has hypertension, which is controlled with normal readings, and there is no headache or any cardiac symptoms. He is known to have history of atrial fibrillation, but he is only on aspirin for anticoagulation per the cardiologist that assessed him. His rate is controlled with metoprolol. His dementia is significant. However, he was not as cool as he was during previous visit. He also denies feeling depressed.

PAST HISTORY: Positive for hypertension, coronary artery disease, atrial fibrillation, dementia, and history of depression.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died at 74 of heart disease. Mother died at 72 of stroke and she had diabetes. She had a sister who died at 57 of cancer.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Constitutional: Does not feel feverish or have any chills. Denied weight loss. Eye: He has a bit of tunnel vision slightly. ENT: No complaints. Cardiovascular: No complaints. Respiratory: No dyspnea, cough or sputum. GI: No abdominal pain or bowel problems. GU: No dysuria or other complaints. Musculoskeletal: Denies arthralgias or other complaints. Neurologic: He denies headaches, pain, or seizures.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. He does appear as ill and he was cooperative. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 108/80, temperature 98.2, pulse 60, respiratory rate 16, and O2 saturation 98%. Head & Neck: Pupils equal and reactive to light. Eyelids and conjunctivae are normal. Extraocular movements are intact. Oral mucosa is normal. Head & Neck: Otherwise unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without accessory muscle use. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. No significant edema. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Musculoskeletal: No acute joint inflammation or effusions. Skin: Intact, warm and dry. Neurologic: Cranial nerves grossly normal. 

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Parker has history of coronary artery disease currently stable with metoprolol ER 100 mg daily and he is on aspirin 81 mg daily.

2. He has atrial fibrillation and heart rate is stable with metoprolol 100 mg daily.
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3. He has essential hypertension stable with losartan 50 mg daily.

4. He has history of depression stable with citalopram 20 mg daily.

5. He has dementia and I will continue on memantine 5 mg twice a day.

6. Basically, he seems at baseline. I will continue the current plan
