The patient was seen regarding complaints of painful urination. He also has dementia and gastroesophageal reflux disease and hypertension.

HISTORY: The patient was quite confused and has limited insight. The staff reported that he had pain when urinating and he did admit to that when asked. However, it could be more specific as to the type of pain and at one point he mentioned lower abdominal pain, but another time he denied it. He is confused and not well oriented to speech and off and on nonsensical. He denies any chest pain or shortness of breath and there is no heartburn or other abdominal pain. He does have prostatic hypertrophy, which did not seem to be bothering him and he continues on Flomax 0.4 mg daily.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, abdominal pain or other new complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. His speech is not largely nonsensical and some degree of dysphagia. He almost seemed to be trying to say something, but I could not make sense of anything. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/70, pulse 66, temperature 97.5, and O2 saturation 95%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No extra sounds or murmurs. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. I could not really appreciate any suprapubic tenderness and there is no flank tenderness.

Assessment/plan:
1. The patient has pain on urination. I will order urinalysis. He is very vague about this.

2. He has benign prostatic hyperplasia and I will continue Flomax 0.4 mg daily.

3. He has dementia and I will continue donepezil 5 mg daily plus memantine 10 mg twice a day.

4. His hypertension is controlled with amlodipine 7.5 mg daily.

5. His gastroesophageal reflux disease is stable with Protonix 40 mg daily. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
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
