CHIEF COMPLAINT: Ms. Weiss was seen regarding complaints of pain in the right heel.

HISTORY: Ms. Weiss actually sat outside when we were in the building and complained of pain mainly at the heel. No lesions were seen. She does not recall any injury. There were no open areas. She got special custom shoes from *__________* recently about two weeks ago and that has not done too much to help her pain. She continues on Celebrex for osteoarthritis. She has been using Advil as well. She also has tried Tylenol. The pain seems different than neuropathic pain.

She does wish to avoid narcotics. She mobilized mainly by wheelchair. She does not ambulate.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not distressed or ill appearing. She has a slight tenderness, but there are no lesions or ulcers and pedal pulses are palpable. There is no major deformity. She has right above knee amputation also. Heart rate is stable. She did have a stroke in 1982 from which she recovered. Lungs: Clear to auscultation.

Assessment/plan: Ms. Weiss has heel pain, which could be plantar fasciitis. I will allow ibuprofen 400 mg twice a day for about a week or so.
