SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 39-year-old white female who is being seen in televisit because of chief complaint of right flank pain. The pain started yesterday associated with nausea and today it is radiating to her side. She reports cloudy urine, but no dysuria. No hematuria. No frequency. She also reports episodes of diarrhea. No fever or chills reported. No chest pain. No shortness of breath. All other systems are reviewed and are negative.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes nocturnal epilepsy history and one of the last episode of seizure was two weeks after she got her J&J shot. She also has chronic migraine headaches and hypothyroidism.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes wisdom teeth extraction.

ALLERGIES: SULFA and LATEX. Also, she has GI intolerance to doxycycline.

FAMILY HISTORY: Includes the following: Father with prostate cancer. Mother with Factor V Leiden mutation. Brother with hyperlipidemia.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single. No kids. No smoking or rare alcohol use. No drug use. She works at Houston Methodist Hospital.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and include aspirin, Keppra, Synthroid, and Topamax.
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ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. Right flank pain, possible right kidney stone, and given history of Topamax use. We are going to do workup including blood and urine testing also CT scan of the abdomen and renal stone protocol.

2. Evaluate for any possible stone, evaluate the size and location. The patient is going to take Tylenol for now for pain. Based on the results, we will recommend further action.

ADDITIONAL DIAGNOSES: Includes:

1. Seizure disorder apparently controlled on current regimen. Follow with neurology.

2. Hypothyroidism. Continue levothyroxine.
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
