CC: Followup note.
HPI: An 82-year-old female admitted to Legend At Council Road on 06/24/2022. I was made aware of her admission on 07/07/2022 when I was contacted regarding pain management. The patient was followed by Valir Hospice and I was contacted with right leg pain. The patient was ambulatory with a walker with evidence of pain in the inner femur area right side. The patient had a fall on 07/07/2022 in the morning, I was contacted regarding that, x-rays were ordered and I received a call later that afternoon that there was a nondisplaced intertrochanteric fracture of the right femur with the distal femur intact. Given new fracture with pain, I spoke to Valir Hospice nurse who was following the patient that she needed to be transferred to the ER for evaluation. Hospice nurse contacted the patient’s female family member, I believe daughter-in-law, was contacted initially, did not want her sent out. It was explained why that decision was made and then agreeable. The patient was seen in the ER and family spoke to the Valir Hospice nurse letting them know that she would not be returning to the facility and they were looking at sending her to skilled care from the hospital. That was my second point of contact in the same day. The patient was not seen by me as I was not aware of her admission.
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
