CC: Increased anxiety.

HPI: An 84-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease and history of anxiety disorder. The anxiety has progressed. It occurs daily where she has episodes of fearfulness, agitation, and going from one person to the other, mumbling things, expressing fear or that someone is after her and that she then starts crying and cannot be consoled. She has no evidence of acute medical illness. At dinner she will eat at her baseline. She sleeps at night. She gets around in a wheelchair as she has lost ambulatory status recently. When I spoke to her, she was in fear because she has gotten a letter from a lawyer and she pulls out a paper towel that somebody had written to Joyce Yaniro $6000 bank and she is afraid someone is coming after her that she is going to be in trouble and it was pointless to try to explain that was not anything valid.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Increased anxiety. Alprazolam currently 0.25 mg b.i.d. We will increase to 0.5 mg t.i.d. and monitor for benefit versus sedation or change in baseline cognition. While I was there, she was given 0.5 mg dose. She initially resisted and then later was seen rolling herself around in her wheelchair not talking.
