CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 86-year-old with Alzheimer’s/vascular dementia seen in room reading the newspaper. He is in his pajamas, but alert and talkative. The patient tends to keep to himself and can voice his needs for the most part. He remains ambulatory. He states he sleeps without any problem. No bowel or bladder issues. He is continent on both accounts.
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s/vascular dementia, HTN, insomnia, chronic seasonal allergies, and paroxysmal atrial tachycardia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/23/22.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well developed and well nourished male, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/75, pulse 75, temperature 97.4, respirations 18, O2 sat 96% and weight 167 pounds.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. His speech is clear. He asked a few questions, answered basic questions appropriately.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Did not observe weightbearing or gait/ He crosses his legs. No edema. He holds arms in a normal range of motion.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Lab review. CMP notable for a BUN of 20.5 and just told him that indicated he needed to increase his water intake. CBC and TSH WNL. He has no history of thyroid disease. This is a screening lab. 
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
