HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 23-year-old young man with history of seizure disorder and autism. The patient is disabled. Comes in today with above symptoms for three days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seizure and autism.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: Ibuprofen and oxcarbazepine 600 mg twice a day.

ALLERGIES: Possible PENICILLIN, has taken Keflex without any problems.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. Lives at home with his family. He is totally and completely disabled.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, he is awake, rather obese.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 234.4 pounds. Oxygenation 100%. Temperature 100.6. Respirations 18. Pulse 88. Blood pressure 99/60.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Otitis media.

2. Fever.

3. Chills.

4. Obesity.

5. Autism.

6. History of seizure disorder. Has not had any seizure for a longtime.

7. Treated with Keflex at home.

8. Treat` with Zofran for nausea since he had some nausea this morning 8 mg tablet.

9. Seeing a neurologist for his seizures.

10. Given his autism and his obesity, one must consider a sleep study to make sure the patient does not have sleep apnea that continues to become a problem over time before it causes morbid obesity. We will look into that at a later appointment. If anything changes, mother will call us right away.
