HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 6-year-old young lady comes in today with fever, cough, and ear pain. The patient had a 103 temperature. She is alert. She is awake today, in no stress. Family does not believe in COVID. They have never been immunized and do not want to be tested.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives at home. No smoking exposure.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, awake and in no distress. Definitely not septic. The patient has had a urinary tract infection, may be two in a year previously, but none recently.

VITAL SIGNS: Today, she weighs 46 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98. Pulse 88. Respirations 16. Blood pressure 100/57.

HEENT: TMs slightly red and slightly red canal noted.

NECK: Shows no JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

Urinalysis shows large leukocytes and positive trace blood.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Urinary tract infection.

2. Treat with Keflex.

3. Lots of liquid.

4. No coke or anything with sugar including tea.

5. No liquids with artificial color.

6. Frequent urination recommended.

7. Double voiding. Talked to mother today.

8. No bath, only showers.

9. Come back in 14 days to recheck the urine to make sure this has completely cleared.
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10. Some nausea, but no vomiting.

11. No sign of pyelonephritis.

12. We will make sure the patient does not have chronic urinary tract infection that can cause kidney damage in the future by rechecking her urine in two weeks.
13. Cortisporin Otic suspension was given because of ear pain to take for the next five days as well as the urinary tract infection that was noted above.
