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The patient tells me that he was in a traumatic brain injury.  He was in Korea in 1986.  The patient was sitting in the backseat of a jeep.  It was a military jeep.  He tells me that a bus ran directly into his jeep.  The patient immediately hit the head and he had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was completely out of consciousness immediately.  The patient believed that he has hit his head.  The patient tells me that he was in a coma for the next three weeks.  The patient woke up in a hospital in Hawaii.  The patient tells me that he was completely out of consciousness.  The patient tells me when he woke up, he felt significant headaches.  He was confused and disoriented.  The patient tells me subsequently he was in the rehab.  He had multiple fractures in him.  The patient tells me that required orthopedic surgeries.  The patient tells me taking about year to recover from this accident.
The patient has significant difficulty with memory.  He tells me that his memory is very poor.  He also has significant headaches.  His headaches around the head all around the head.  It is band like distribution.  The patient has headaches every single day.  The headache intensity is 5-6/10.  The patient also has sleep problems at night.  He has insomnia.  He has difficulty sleeping through the night.  The patient also has dizziness spell all the time.   The patient has lightheadedness.

The patient is currently working as an electrician.  He is an union electrician.  He tells me that his headaches are significantly effecting his concentration at work.  The patient has difficulty in the sunlight.  The patient has become very uncomfortable climbing on ladders.  The patient tells me the dizziness and lightheadedness is preventing him from working on the ladder and preventing him from working as an electrician.  The patient tells me that his memory is also affected.  He is not able to remember his past duties as well as previously.
I believe the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient was in Korea, 1986.  The patient was sitting in the backseat of a military jeep.  The patient tells me a bus ran into his jeep.  The patient had complete loss of consciousness.  The patient hit the head.  The patient tells me that he was in a coma for the next three weeks.  When he woke up, he was in the hospital Hawaii.  Since then the patient has significant headaches.  He would have headaches every day.  The patient also have dizziness and lightheadedness.  The patient also has cognitive deficits.  His memory is not as good as previously.
MoCA examination showed that he has poor delay recall.  His delay recall was only 1/5.  It is my opinion that chronic headaches, dizziness, lightheadedness, poor memory, and insomnia symptoms, are all signs and symptoms from the traumatic brain injury
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
