SUBJECTIVE: The patient has headache. Her blood pressure goes up to 170 systolic at home. Today in our office, blood pressure is 111/53. She is currently taking losartan 50 mg in the morning and 25 units in the evening as advised by Dr. Tejas Patel nurse practitioner. She also has depression.

PLAN: Losartan will be changed to losartan 50 mg two times a day. The patient will monitor blood pressure and she will call us. Lexapro will be increased to Lexapro 20 mg daily if she cannot take Lexapro 20 mg daily we will try Cymbalta. She has Lexapro 10 mg at home and she will take two tablets and after she runs out of it, we will order Lexapro 20 mg daily.
