HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 20-year-old young man who woke up this morning with slight cough, congestion, fever and feeling dizzy.

The patient has been vaccinated for COVID-19 x 2 in the past. He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma as a child.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy and oral surgery.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: ZOSYN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink. He works on pipelines.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Some sore throat, muscle ache, fever, tiredness, and dizziness. No hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He does not appear to be septic.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 106/46. O2 sat 97%. Pulse 97. Temperature 98.8. Respirations 18.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red.

NECK: Anterior chain lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity no edema.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. COVID-19 test is positive.

2. I explained to the family that COVID-19 may be the culprit here, but we have may have to retest tomorrow.

3. Family will retest tomorrow; if positive, we will put the patient on Paxlovid.

4. For today, we gave him Rocephin 1 g, Decadron 8 mg, Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak.

5. Lots of liquid.
6. Tylenol and Motrin for fever.
7. If develops any other symptoms i.e., shortness of breath, cough, or if the fever does not go down after 24 hours, the family will call me.
