ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PROCEDURE PERFORMED:
1. EGD, attempted colonoscopy and flexible sigmoidoscopy.

2. Biopsies.

INDICATIONS: Screening for colon cancer. History of colon polyp. Abdominal pain. GERD.

POSTOPERATIVE DIAGNOSES:

1. Diffuse gastritis.

2. Internal hemorrhoids.

3. Diverticulosis coli.

4. Procedure stops at the sigmoid colon due to significant diverticulosis and tortuous colon. 

DEPTH OF INSERTION: Second portion of the duodenum for the EGD, sigmoid colon for the colonoscopy.

COMPLICATIONS: None immediately.

MEDICATION: As per monitored anesthesia care.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: After informed consent was obtained, the patient was put in the left lateral decubitus position. Scope was introduced into the mouth, advanced to the oropharynx, esophagus, stomach, and into the second portion of the duodenum without complications. Examination performed upon withdrawal. Oxygen saturation and blood pressure monitored done during the procedure. Retroflexion performed at the fundus.

After EGD was done, the patient was turned. Rectal exam was done showing no significant abnormalities. Pediatric colonoscope was introduced into the anorectal area advanced through the colon into the sigmoid colon without complications. Procedure stops at the sigmoid colon due to diverticulosis and tortuous colon. Examination performed upon withdrawal. Oxygen saturation and blood pressure monitored during the procedure. Retroflexion performed at the rectum.

EGD FINDINGS:
1. Oropharynx appeared normal.

2. Esophagus appeared normal. Biopsies taken from distal esophagus to rule out eosinophilic esophagitis.

3. Stomach, there is mild diffuse erythema in the antrum and body. Biopsies taken to rule out H. pylori.

4. Duodenum D1 and D2 appeared normal. Biopsies taken from the second portion of the duodenum to rule out celiac disease.

COLONOSCOPY FINDINGS:
1. In the rectum, internal hemorrhoids grade 1.
2. Sigmoid colon, multiple diverticula seen.
3. The rest of the colon was not examined. Due to significant looping and diverticulosis.
RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Follow pathology reports.

2. Antireflux measures.

3. Avoid NSAIDs.

4. Monitor clinically.

5. High-fiber diet.

6. Fiber supplementation.

7. We will schedule the patient for barium enema for evaluation of the rest of the colon.

8. The patient is to follow up in GI office after barium enema complete.
