HISTORY: This is a 78-year-old gentleman here for suture removal.

The patient states about seven or ten days ago he suffered a laceration on the surface of his right foot while taking socks off. He stated his fingernails nicked one of his superficial vein and he suffered laceration along with heavy bleeding. He stated that he had to have the vessel ligated and sutured. He states he is here for removal. The patient stated that he was seen at the emergency room and after sutures he received antibiotics, stated while in the emergency room he received tetanus vaccination.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol or drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 95% at room air.

Blood pressure 106/66.
Pulse 76.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He has a bilateral pronation deformity of bilateral foot. In the surface of the right lower extremity, sutures are in good repair. The site displayed no erythema, no swelling, no fluctuance. It is mildly tender to palpation. No bleeding or discharge. No secondary evidence of infection.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Suture removal.

2. Wound care.

PROCEDURE: The patient was explained the procedure, the process and removing sutures, he states he understands and gave verbal consent for me to proceed. Using the forceps and #11 blade, #2 sutures removed.

The patient tolerated the procedure well.

There were no complications.

Wound appears to be healing well. Skin well granulated and together. No evidence of infection.

He was given the opportunities to ask questions, he states he has none.
