The patient complains of burn blisters on the right side of the hip and left side lesion as well, noticed two days ago after being at water park.
PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has noticed rash to right lateral hip with slight eruption on the left lateral hip after being at water park with air tube, lesions with some blister formation with some leakage without clearing for the past two days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of GERD, depression, and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal and C-section x 2.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart.

ALLERGIES: MUCINEX.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in no acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Skin: Lowest lesion measuring 3 cm right lateral hip with surrounding erythema and some central superficial excoriation and lesion left lateral hip measuring 1.5 cm without blood. Extremities: Otherwise, within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Friction burns to right and left hip probably from contact with air tube in water park with some bullae inflammation.
PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for Silvadene and to apply topical care with infection precautions to *__________* with followup here to assist her as needed. Discharged to follow up as needed.
