The patient presents with history of hives on the right side of abdomen and was scratching it. The patient states it is infected, red and swollen for the past four days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Presents with history of insect bite to right lower abdomen four days ago.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: AMOXICILLIN.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Going to San Antonio River.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Skin: An oval lesion that is erythematous to right lower quadrant measuring 3 cm in diameter, slightly bullous centrally, with slight induration, with rough texture, without evidence of exudate or infection. Extremities: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Without abnormality. Neuropsychiatric: Without abnormality.

IMPRESSION: Skin rash with probable impetigo secondary to insect bite.
PLAN: The patient was advised topical care and Rocephin 500 mg IM. Discussed with mother and given prescription for mupirocin ointment and Bactrim antibiotic with infection precautions. Follow up as needed.
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
