The patient presents with symptoms of fever, chills, dizziness, left ear pain, sore throat, headache, and it hurts by her eyes.
PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is seen with slight cough, sore throat, left ear pain, and right neck pain for the past two days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension, seizures, GERD, deep vein thrombosis, migraines, and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart.

ALLERGIES: WELLBUTRIN and BACTRIM.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history, see chart.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema and inflammation. Neck: 1+ adenopathy in the neck. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Skin: Without abnormality. Extremities: Without abnormality. Neuropsychiatric: Without abnormality.

The patient had flu screen and strep screen ordered with positive strep screen.
CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection and strep pharyngitis.
PLAN: The patient was given an injection of Rocephin 1 g with a prescription of Keflex 750 mg with questionable history of Augmentin allergy, not clarified per history. The patient is instructed to follow up as needed.
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
