The patient presents with history of fever, rash on back of right leg, does not want to drink, for the past two days.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Fever yesterday, now with a sore to back of right leg today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Attends daycare, has had flu and strep.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The child is alert, but crying and frightened, without definite physical distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharynx inflamed without adenopathy. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for cyanosis, edema or clubbing. Skin: Noted to be an oval, inflamed 3 x 4 cm lesion in the right posterior-inferior calf with slightly increased temperature and slight induration.

The patient had strep screen done in the office which was negative.

FINAL IMPRESSION: Pharyngitis, possible upper respiratory infection, apparent cellulitis to right calf.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for amoxicillin 250 mg t.i.d. for 10 days with infection precautions. Follow up with pediatrician and here as needed.
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
