The patient is with history of hypertension, diabetes mellitus, and history of syncope. The patient is here for followup. The patient has no incidence of syncope since I saw him last time. Also denied any chest pain, however complaining of dyspnea on exertion.

CURRENT MEDICATION: Valsartan 160 mg daily, amlodipine 10 mg daily, atorvastatin 80 mg daily, Coreg 25 mg two times daily, fenofibrate, glimepiride, Jardiance, Tradjenta and Zetia.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 132/70 mmHg, pulse 70, respirations 16 and weight 162 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
1. Hypertension.

2. Diabetes mellitus.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient underwent exercise treadmill test. It was negative for ischemia, angina, and arrhythmia. I will schedule the patient for echocardiogram and Holter monitor study to evaluate left ventricular function and any cardiac dysrhythmia. I will follow the patient after above test.
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
