The patient with a history of heart block status post pacemaker implantation and atrial fibrillation. The patient is here for followup. The patient is complaining of shortness of breath. The patient denied syncope or presyncope. The patient has a biventricular pacemaker placed in the past.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 102/60 mmHg, pulse 70, and respirations 16.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

The patient’s pacemaker is interrogated. Packing threshold and sensing threshold are within normal limits.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
1. Atrial fibrillation.

2. Status post biventricular pacemaker implantation.

3. Shortness of breath.

4. Mitral regurgitation.

RECOMMENDATIONS: I will schedule the patient for echocardiogram to evaluate mitral regurgitation as well as left ventricular function. I will follow the patient after the echocardiogram.
