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DOB:
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in February 2017.  The patient was in Travis Air Force Base.  The patient was at air field.  The patient was trying to get up on a stair to an airplane.  However, he tripped over the staircase and fell down.  He hit his head immediately.  He hit his head to the staircase.  He had immediate loss of consciousness.  He lost consciousness for about five minutes.  He woke up confused and disoriented.  The patient had memory deficit after that.  The patient tells me he has severe headache.  He was seeing stars.  He was disoriented.  The patient tells me that he did not seek medical care at that time.
Since then, he has significant headaches.  His headaches are almost every day around the head in a band like distribution.  The patient has congestive deficit.  He has memory loss.  The patient is forgetting a lot of things.  He will forget his tasks and steps.  The patient also decreased appointments.  He misplaces things a lot.  The patient has difficulty concentrate at work.
The patient is currently in active duty in the Air Force.  The patient works in survival equipment.  The patient tells me that his headaches are affecting his concentration to work.  His memory deficit is also affecting his task duties.  He will forget the various steps he needs to do.  The patient will forget appointments.  The patient has significant difficulty to focus because of the headaches.
