PATIENT NAME: Pinkerton, Charles

DATE OF SERVICE: 07/29/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient feels like something is stuck in the chest while eating last night. However, he is able to swallow food and he does not have any trouble in swallowing. The patient has a dry cough and chest congestion for two weeks. He has a scanty sputum.

PLAN: Kenalog 40 mg IM was given. Zithromax 500 mg daily was ordered for seven days. Tessalon Perles 100 mg t.i.d. p.r.n. for cough given. The patient has a history of gastroesophageal reflux disease and omeprazole was discontinued and in place of that pantoprazole 40 mg twice a day is ordered. The patient is advised to follow up with Dr. G. Patel if he has difficulty in swallowing. He is also being followed by Dr. P. J. Patel.
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
