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1. TN, 41-year-old, presents for COVID testing, no symptoms. The test was negative. No treatment. The patient was very happy with the whole process. No complaints regarding having to check in to get a COVID testing.

2. EN, 41-year-old woman, the wife of the first person, same report. COVID testing only. No symptoms.

3. SM, 13-year-old young lady with abdominal pain. They did an ultrasound to look for hot appendix. Vitals normal. White blood cell count 10,000. Potassium 3.8. Pregnancy negative. COVID negative. Urinalysis negative. Treated as gastroenteritis. Mother states the child is doing better and they were very happy with Dr. English on 07/27/22.
4. DJ, 28-year-old woman with cough, sore throat, chest pain when coughing. Positive strep. White count 13,000. COVID negative. The patient did have a chest CT because of chest pain. Solu-Medrol 125 mg given in the emergency room and azithromycin at home with diagnosis of bronchitis and cough. Vital signs were stable. The patient was happy with the care and doing better.
5. NF, 25-year-old male with abscess around the scrotum. The patient had CT scan done after white count 9000 came back to make sure there was no further involvement of the internal organs. The induration appeared to be superficial. White count was 9000, treated with clindamycin 600 mg in the ER. Clindamycin and Cipro at home. Also, received morphine for pain in the emergency room. The father of the patient states that everything went well in the emergency room. They were happy with Dr. English.

6. RR, 36-year-old male seen with laceration on the hand, 12 cm laceration, rather large. It was closed. No sign of infection per the patient two days later and they were happy with the care. Every precaution was taken. Antibiotic was given afterwards. No concerns or issues.

7. HC, 29-year-old woman with body aches, fever, and sore throat. CBC negative. CMP negative. White count 6000. CT of the chest was negative. The patient was positive for COVID, treated with Toradol and Paxlovid, was sent home, happy with the care received.

8. MW, 47-year-old female presents with cough and congestion. Positive COVID. Positive strep noted. Vitals stable. CT of the chest showed gallstones only. She was treated with Pen-VK and Paxlovid and sent home. I left a message for the patient to call back. Appropriate workup and treatment.

9. GC, 27-year-old male. COVID testing only because of exposure. No symptoms. Test negative. No medications were given. The patient’s mother was happy with the care received.

10. CC, 23-year-old male with COVID exposure at home and symptomatic. Vitals stable. Positive COVID. Positive strep. Chest CT negative. Treated with Paxlovid and Pen-VK. The patient is doing better and happy with the care received.

11. MR, 48-year-old male who cut himself on the right arm with a saw 10 cm. It was closed by Dr. English. The patient and wife both got on the phone and told me how great Dr. English was when I called. The patient’s tetanus up-to-date. Treated with Keflex at home. Good treatment. No issues.

12. CB, 53-year-old woman with low back pain, flank pain. Early UTI was noted. White count 12,000. Chemistry negative. Pregnancy negative. The patient refused CT. She was sent home with Cipro and Flagyl. The patient had gastric bypass surgery seven days ago, can only take liquid. Unfortunately, her medications were delayed because they could not find the liquid medication. So, two days later, she still has not received any medication. ANOTHER EXAMPLE OF IM INJECTIONS WILL BE MOST HELPFUL IN PATIENTS WHO REQUIRE ANTIBIOTIC ON OUTPATIENT BASIS WITH A SLIGHTLY ELEVATED WHITE COUNT THAT HAS BEEN BROUGHT UP BEFORE IN THE REVIEWS BECAUSE OF THE DELAY THAT CAN BE EXPERIENCED IN OBTAINING MEDICATION FOR WHATEVER REASON.
13. AS, 45-year-old female with rash underarm, neck, and stomach, diagnosed with contact dermatitis. Treated with Decadron and sent home with prednisone. The patient was happy with the care. The rash is already better with the injection.

14. CK, 32-year-old woman with neck pain, arm pain, and back pain. For some reason, the CT was not working. So, Dr. English documented that she had x-rays instead. Pregnancy test was negative. X-rays showed lots of spasm in both cervical and thoracic spine and was treated with antiinflammatories and sent home. The patient was happy with the care.
15. SM, 26-year-old female seen for sore throat, neck and chest pain. Dr. English did a chest x-ray which was negative. Diagnosed with chest wall pain. Sent the patient home with Mobic. Vitals were stable. The patient did not answer her phone. Left a message.
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
