1. MP, 60-year-old male with Medicare, comes in with nausea, vomiting, diarrhea and headache. Blood pressure okay. Vital signs stable. The patient had CT of the abdomen and pelvis. Normal white count 3.6, H&H 10 and 34, sodium 146, BUN 37. Diagnosed with volume depletion, azotemia, diarrhea. The patient has a history of tongue cancer with PEG tube in place and a tracheostomy. The patient was admitted for hydration which was a great move. The patient did not answer the phone.
2. AD, 31-year-old male, seen with shortness of breath and palpitation. Blood pressure 184/117. Apparently, the patient had been on blood pressure medicines and just quit taking them. The patient received labetalol 20 mg x 3 and hydralazine 10 mg x 1. The patient is covered by Blue Cross Blue Shield. The patient had a CPK done which was over 500, no troponin, no MB fractionation, CBC and CMP which showed BUN of 15, creatinine of 1.2, and sodium of 153. Never a mention of observation, only 1 L of LR was given. No free water. CPK not repeated. Troponin never ordered. No repeat EKG. Subsequently, sent home with Lotrel. The patient did not answer the phone.
3. AG, 58-year-old female, presented with chest pain, history of diabetes, and high cholesterol. EKG, cardiac enzymes negative. Treated with Toradol in the emergency room and Indocin at home. A chest x-ray should have been done.

These patients were going to be brought into Dr. Leblanc’s attention. I have asked for her E-mail to communicate these issues with her, but I have not heard anything by the end of the day on 07/29/22.
4. AP, 40-year-old woman with muscle pain. The patient states that she has had a history of hypokalemia. This time, her potassium is 3.9. CBC normal. Diagnosed with muscle sprain. Motrin 800 mg was given. The patient did well and was happy with the care.
5. TW, 19-year-old male, comes in with anal pain after rectal intercourse. Diagnosed with tinea and rectal fissure, treated with Lotrimin cream, nitroglycerin cream and lidocaine cream. The patient did not answer the phone.JC, 23-year-old male, comes in with shoulder pain and rib pain status post fall. X-rays negative. Diagnosed with rib contusion. Sent home with Motrin. Doing better and was happy with the care.
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6. DR, 21-year-old male with heat rash on his low back. Diagnosed with contact dermatitis. Sent home with steroids cream. Did not answer the phone.

7. JS, 43-year-old male with lower abdominal pain and blood in the urine. Vitals stable. O2 sat slightly low at 94%. Positive history of kidney stones. CT showed kidney stones. UA showed blood. Treated with Toradol in the ER and sent home with Zofran and Toradol. Consider Flomax on outpatient basis. The patient did not answer the phone.
8. VJ, 55-year-old female with fever, sore throat, and tachycardic. Blood pressure 163/91. Positive strep. Negative COVID. Treated with Rocephin and Decadron. Sent home with Amoxil.

9. AC, 18-year-old female with fifth toe injury right side playing soccer. Diagnosed with fractured proximal phalanx, buddy taped, Motrin and Tylenol given and sent home. Mother was happy with the care.

10. JC, 23-year-old male with cough and nausea. Vital signs stable. COVID test was negative. CBC and CMP negative. No CT was done. Diagnosed with gastroenteritis. Sent home with Zofran and Imodium, doing better. They said visit was okay.
11. HG, 19-year-old male seen with headache, after at work was hit by a tire gauge, 5 mm lac over the left brow noted. No treatment. He was sent home.
12. JC, 74-year-old male with back pain. Vitals stable. Pain has been present for four weeks. Seen a chiropractor few times. The nurses reports 8/10, but Dr. Leblanc did not really mention his pain. CT scan showed DJD severe. No labs. No urinalysis was done. No injections offered in the ER. He was sent home with Celebrex. The patient was happy with the care.
13. HS, 30-year-old woman with ankle pain, obese, status post ankle sprain at home. X-rays negative. She was wrapped and sent home with Motrin. Happy with the care.

14. RC, 2-year-old male, was to be tested for COVID after 10 days. No symptoms. Test was negative. No one answered the phone.

15. CC, 52-year-old female status post breast reduction implant removal, was concerned about arm pain and blood clot because she has been reading on the Internet how that can happen. DVT studies were negative. She was sent home with Motrin and was diagnosed with carpal tunnel. She answered the phone and stated that care was adequate.
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
