CHIEF COMPLAINT: Followup of GI bleed.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient recently had EGD done which showed positive gastric ulcer, esophagitis with Candida albicans as well as normal colonoscopy. The patient has been on Nexium “feeling great.” He has had no nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure, or convulsion.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes and hypertension. Blood sugars have been stable, he tells me.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No change. Finger surgery and foot surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed one by one.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He is no longer drinking alcohol. He is not drinking. He is not smoking.
He was tachycardic initially, but tachycardia has now resolved. His H&H is being checked today.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Temperature 98. O2 sat 98%. Pulse 81. Respirations 16. Blood pressure 140/70.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Gastric ulcer.

2. Continue with Nexium.

3. Await biopsy results.

4. Colonoscopy was negative.

5. As far as esophagitis via candida, we will treat with Mycelex Troche.

6. Recheck CBC.

7. Recheck elevated liver function tests which was multifactorial, most likely related to his alcohol use as well.

8. Come back next month.
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
