The patient with complaints of throwing up, diarrhea, stomach pain in the middle abdomen that started this morning.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Vomiting, diarrhea two to three times today and states similar signs and symptoms two weeks ago lasting for four days, seen here for conservative treatment.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Obesity.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Increased 5 pounds in the past three months.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Negative for rashes or discoloration. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Viral gastroenteritis and obesity.

PLAN: Advised to decrease cokes and monitor, not more than one a day. Given prescription for Zofran with clear liquid diet. Follow up as needed.
