History of Accident/Illness and Treatment: Edward Mason is a 54-year-old male who reports he was injured at work on 01/29/21. He slipped and fell into a bulldozer steps and injured his ribs. He went to Jefferson Hospital Emergency Room afterwards. With this and subsequent evaluation, he understands his final diagnosis to be five broken or fractured ribs. He did not undergo any surgery and is no longer receiving any active treatment.

As per the records provided, he was transported by ambulance to the emergency room on 01/29/21. He complained of left-sided rib pain and back pain that began after he accidentally fell off of a bulldozer and landed onto another bulldozer. He underwent a CAT scan of the chest, abdomen and pelvis, to be INSERTED here. He was tender to palpation of the left lower anterior ribcage. Laboratory studies were also performed. His overall diagnosis was closed fracture of multiple ribs on the left side as well as pneumonia of the left lung. He was begun on medications.

Mr. Mason also was evaluated prior to hospital admission on that day. On 01/30/21, he had a chest x-ray to be INSERTED here. He was seen on 02/04/21 at Inspira Urgent Care by Dr. Wofsy. He complained of bruising of his abdominal wall since 01/22/21. He was on a bulldozer handing his coworker coffee and fell off and hit the steel step to another bulldozer. They confirmed the diagnosis of multiple left rib fractures and placed him on activity modifications. He followed up in this group over the next few months. Chest x-rays were done again on 02/11/21 to be INSERTED here. As of 03/18/21, Dr. Wofsy at Inspira cleared him to return to work without restrictions at maximum medical improvement. He was also seen on 03/15/21 by his family physician Dr. Venuti. He was being seen for hypertension and diabetes. On review of systems, he denied any respiratory or musculoskeletal complaints. Physical exam of the cardiovascular, respiratory and abdominal system were all normal.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION

HEART: Normal macro
LUNGS/TORSO: Normal macro
UPPER EXTREMITIES: Normal macro 

From the posterior aspect, there was some prominence of the scapula.

IMPRESSIONS and ANALYSES: Based upon the history, record review, and current examination, I have arrived at the following professional opinions with a reasonable degree of medical probability.

On 01/29/21, Edward Mason slipped coming down from his bulldozer and hit the steps of another bulldozer with his ribs. He was taken by ambulance to the emergency room where diagnostic studies identified multiple left rib fractures. He then appears to have been admitted to the hospital. He followed up on 02/04/21 with Dr. Wofsy. She continued him on conservative care. Repeat x-rays were done on 02/11/21 to be INSERTED here. As of 03/18/21, Dr. Wofsy discharged him from care to full duty.

The current examination about the ribs and chest is normal.

There is 0% permanent partial total disability referable to the chest or left ribs. His rib fractures have healed without any clinical abnormalities. He does feel better now than when he was first injured and takes no pain or antiinflammatory medications. He denies any respiratory symptoms such as shortness of breath.
