Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mr. Hadley with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  His last visit was February 3, 2022.  Currently he is on Medrol Dosepak and oral amoxicillin for his cough and chest congestion and he did receive an antibiotic shot after his COVID-19 test was negative.  He is starting to get better but he still has some mild cold symptoms currently.  His edema is just minimal at present and he denies orthopnea or PND.  He has had a post aortic valve replacement TAVR procedure and Watchmen procedure and he is tolerating.  He is not having any problems following those procedures.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  Edema is managed and controlled.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Lasix 20 mg daily, and he does not use any oral nonsteroidal antiinflammatory drugs for pain.

Physical Examination:  Weight is 296 pounds that is 4 pounds down over the last six months and blood pressure 160/78.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done July 26, 2022, creatinine is 1.89 that has improved, estimated GFR is 35, electrolytes are normal, his albumin 3.9, phosphorus is 3.4, calcium is 9.3, hemoglobin is 15.1, white count is normal, platelets are slightly low at 125,000 and previous level was 117,000 so this seems to be chronic.
Assessment and Plan:  Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with slightly improved creatinine levels, hypertension and actually that is improved for his previous visit blood pressure was 190/98 and diabetic nephropathy.  The patient will continue to have lab studies for us every three months.  He will follow a low-salt diabetic diet.  He will be rechecked by this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
