CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of dizziness, accidental fall, headache, and fracture of tooth.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that *________* on and off and he uses walker, but sometimes especially working days he does not use it and few days ago he lost his balance and fell down on the steps. He did not hit his head and the patient did not pass out, but he broke his tooth. The patient stayed home and pain was much less; however, he had mild headache on and off.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, difficulty swallowing, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or open wounds.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for diabetes and he is on glipizide 10 mg one tablet twice a day, Tradjenta 5 mg once a day, and Humalog insulin according to the sliding scale and he was taking 15 units at each meal along with low-carb diet.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on carvedilol 25 mg one tablet twice a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of hypertriglyceridemia and he is on fenofibrate 90 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife. She is also recuperating from medical issues and the patient is not able to work due to his medical condition. The patient denied any alcohol use or substance abuse.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable without any nystagmus.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement and there is no JVP raised.

Chest is symmetrical without any deformity and there is no axillary lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Examination of the teeth reveals slightly fractured upper tooth without any tenderness and it is not lose.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate with walker and he does not have any focal weakness.
