Mr. Jordan had a colonoscopy in 2020 and after a visit as the patient is on anticoagulants Xarelto and aspirin, I decided to do a stool iFOB as colonoscopy is due in 2023 and the stool iFOB was positive. The patient is referred to GI. As the patient is on chronic anticoagulation, I have decided to order a CBC, CMP, iron, iron binding capacity and ferritin levels to see if we really need to continue both aspirin and Xarelto or just Xarelto. The patient understands plan of treatment. I will also send a referral to GI letting them know of the stool iFOB positive and let them decide if they want to do colonoscopy in this year or still wait till next year. The patient is going to come and pick up the lab slip from the office. He wants to get the labs done at St. Joseph Hospital Lab and labs are ordered and a slip is ready for him to be picked up. So, this elderly patient has a new problem which is melena with stool iFOB positive and needs further testing. Till I get these other labs, I am not going to make any changes in his anticoagulation at this time.
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
