Mr. Galls was seen today. He had come for a physical and we had done some labs that showed slightly lower platelet count. He states he does take aspirin and that may be the culprit, but I did want to have a talk in person as this man’s father had had a blood cancer. His platelet count was not that low, but about 128,000 (normal being 130,000 to 400,000). I have discussed the causes of low platelet count and nothing else in the blood work suggests any cancer or anything so at this time I told him I would like to repeat the platelet count again sometime next month as he is going on vacation right now and we will check another whole CBC next month. I have told him to stay away from aspirin at this time. The patient’s med list reconciled. He is asymptomatic with no chest pain, no shortness of breath, no nausea, no vomiting and no diarrhea. The patient understands plan of treatment.
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
