She was just recovering from postherpetic neuralgia and she has come up with yeast infection with tinea infection with itching at the creases on the proximal surface of elbows and over the groin and underneath both breasts. The patient’s only new medicine that we had given her is a supplement and vitamin E cream because she felt her skin was too dry, but the son states this happened even before she used the vitamin E cream. So, anyway, I decided to treat this. Her random sugar was only 47. We gave the patient some orange juice with sugar to drink. The patient was asymptomatic. The son is going to take her home and make sure she eats a good breakfast and lunch.
The patient’s medication list reconciled. The patient was given oral Diflucan followed by Lotrisone cream to be applied locally. Serial exams needed.
