Ms. Esparza has hypertension, has had some vision problems in the right eye and sees Dr. Kuhl. She states Dr. Kuhl thinks she is stable and Dr. Fleener thinks her hairy cell leukemia is stable. She has had only blood work done at Dr. Fleener’s office, not a complete lab work done, so we decided to do CBC, CMP, lipid and TSH. She had problem with toenail fungus and she has tried a lot of over-the-counter treatments. I told her onychomycosis is mostly cosmetic and that I would prefer she not take medicine with side effects which are oral antifungals. The patient understands that. I gave her a prescription for terbinafine, which is Lamisil 1% to see how she does on it. Her other medicines that include Benicar and amlodipine were refilled. Med list reconciled. She is otherwise asymptomatic. Note from Dr. Fleener as well as Dr. Kuhl reviewed.
We will see the patient in the office in a couple of months.
The patient’s multiple chronic problems including hairy cell leukemia, a vein block giving rise to blurred vision in one eye, as well as onychomycosis and hypertension discussed.
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
