Ms. Fielder is noncompliant. Ms. Fielder does not want to do mammograms and does not want to do bone density. She has had total hysterectomy. She still keeps smoking. She wanted refills of her amlodipine and metoprolol. She states she has generalized aches and pains and she wants a handicap sticker. I told her we will have to do some blood work on her and then decide whether she needs handicap sticker or not. She states okay. She will come for PFT. The patient has United Healthcare Insurance, but she does not want any preventive care. Barely, I had sent her for colonoscopy. Her blood pressure is under control. Medicine list reconciled. She has not seen an eye doctor. I have advised her to definitely see an eye doctor. She refuses Fosamax. Her med list includes metoprolol, amlodipine, potassium over-the-counter and omeprazole. I have encouraged her to discontinue smoking.
She will come in two weeks for a pulmonary function test to be done at the office. Depending on her FEV-1 and vital capacity, we may decide to give her temporary handicap sticker. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
