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Date of Visit: 07/31/2022
1. EP: A 3-year-old young lady with left brow superficial laceration. No sign of closed head injury. Steri-Strips applied. Family loved Dr. English.
2. IC: A 40-year-old female with vomiting, history of anxiety, history of workup in the past. I believe that is why Dr. English chose not to do any workup. The patient received Valium for anxiety and GI cocktail. She was perfectly normal after that and he felt comfortable sending her home with Phenergan and Valium. I would consider at least basic blood work with nausea and vomiting even with history of anxiety and such in the past.
3. LB: A 49-year-old woman comes in. She thinks her blood pressure is up because her “watch told her so”. Blood pressure was normal. Her watch was checked. The watch is over-reading her blood pressure. No treatment given. She liked Dr. English very much.
4. LT: A 21-year-old male seen with headache, weakness, sore throat, diagnosed with flu A. CBC, CMP, and CT of the chest negative. He loved Dr. English and the Tamiflu is already helping him. 

5. PH: A 41-year-old woman with swollen left ankle status post liposuction six days ago. DVT ruled out. No treatment given. Most likely lymphedema postop. The patient did not answer the phone.

6. CM: A 35-year-old woman with spider bite cellulitis left foot. The patient had a bad enough infection to require admission. She declined. IM injection was discussed. She declined. Subsequently, she refused any medications and/or further treatment and left AMA. Did not answer the phone.
7. AA: A 30-year-old female with ear pain after swimming. Diagnosed with otitis externa. Treated with Cortisporin. No issues. Did not answer the phone.
8. JB: A 17-year-old female with vaginal itching. Negative pregnancy. Positive leukocytes. Treated with Diflucan. She said her visit was fine. She was too sleepy to talk.
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
