1. I have huge swelling around my neck.

2. Sore throat.

3. Abdominal pain.

4. Headache.

5. Nausea.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 24-year-old college student, comes in today with above-mentioned symptoms for three to four days. Wife and kids have strep. The patient is not demonstrating any signs of abscess, but is definitely having issues with swelling around his neck.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hand surgery.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He drinks very little. No smoking.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

IMMUNIZATIONS: COVID immunization none.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 209 pounds. No significant change. Oxygenation 97%. Temperature 97.8. Respirations 16. Pulse 63. Blood pressure 120/65.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

NECK: Copious lymphadenopathy noted on both sides.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Slight tenderness over the epigastric area.

NEUROLOGIC: Nonfocal.

SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Sore throat.

2. Strep is positive.

3. Positive strep.

4. Because of abdominal pain, we looked at his abdominal cavity including spleen, gallbladder, and liver, all within normal limits.

5. Because of copious lymphadenopathy, we looked at his neck to make sure there is no evidence of abscess formation and none was found.

6. We also looked at his thyroid and carotid and they were all within normal limits. 
All discussed with the patient at length before leaving the office. He was given Rocephin 1 gram and Amoxil 875 mg b.i.d. before leaving.
