PAST MEDICAL PROBLEMS: Overweight. She was taking phentermine pills earlier, but has not been on any for a couple of weeks.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy, appendectomy, and gastric sleeve.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Not significant.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Copious amount of blood clots, possible period. The patient has abnormal period. Today pregnancy test is positive. She has some pain in the lower abdomen. She has lost weight because of the phentermine she has been taking. No nausea or vomiting. Status post appendectomy, status post cholecystectomy.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 230 pounds in no distress. Oxygenation 100%. Temperature 97.8. Respirations 16. Pulse 79. Blood pressure 107/66.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. There is slight tenderness over the lower abdomen.
Bedside ultrasound shows normal liver, status post cholecystectomy. Also shows 7-10 week pregnancy within the uterus most likely.
The patient is very hard to get blood work. IV hydration. Most likely a threatened abortion and less likely ectopic pregnancy. OB ultrasound needed, which will be done in the emergency room.  Spoke to Johnson at Texas Emergency before the patient was sent there.
